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Genealogy 101

Start with yourself and immediate family members. List each name in
full, include maiden names and nicknames, for example: John Henry
Jones / Margaret “Meg” (Smith) Jones. List the important dates for
each person. Important dates include: birth, marriage, divorce, and
death.

Decide which branch you want to work on and interview (if possible)
relatives. Recording (audio or video) the interviews is helpful. Collect
photographs and documentation, if available.

Locate documents to verify information for each person and make
copies, if possible. Documents include: birth certificate, marriage
license, divorce papers, death certificate, census pages, naturalization
papers, social security death index, and military discharge papers.
Other documentation may include the following: birth
announcements, engagement notices, wedding announcements,
divorce notices, obituaries, cemetery and/or funeral home records.
(some people take pictures of headstones)

Notes:

If you write, be neat.
Always make notations of where the information came from,
especially obituaries. Note the name of the paper, day, date, page and
column number, example: Bluffton News Banner Monday December 2,
2002 page 3 column |. A brief version is BNB Mon. 12/02/2002p3cl.
If the newspaper’s name does not include the city, make a note of it.
For books note: title, author, publisher, copyright year, and page
number
Writing dates: mm/dd/yyyy
Libraries, historical societies, and genealogical societies may have
helpful information, for example: family histories, county histories,
indexes, maps, and research resources.
Online information:

You may want to note the places where each event took place. This
will help when looking for documentation.
