Suggestion:  I really miss the biography section to be able to browse it and find several things. 
 

I understand your point and I would like to explain why we changed our system and help you 
find your favorite books. 
 
First, designating a book as a biography is not as cut and dry a decision as you may think.  
Books are usually given the subject heading of biography only if the book is about the entire 
life of the individual .  This means that books dealing only with someoneôs sport career or TV 
career might not make it into a biography section.   
 
Secondly, the biography section was ordered according to the personôs last name. Books 
about well known people had high circulations, but books about ordinary people who did ex-
traordinary things were never found because their names are not well known .  
 
Shelving biographies in the subject areas seems to make more sense.  If you like politics, 
look in the 320ôs and you will find books about particular politicians with general political 
items. If you are a history buff, check out the 940-970ôs and find books on presidents, mili-
tary heroes, and pioneers. The sport section in the 790ôs will introduce to many outstanding 
athletes that you may never have known. In the medical section of the 600ôs you will find 
wonderful reads about someone surviving cancer or living with diabetes.  In these sections 
and others, you will also find great books about the lives of more than one person --- Lewis 
and Clark, the Beatles, and the Indianapolis Colts. 
 

In the same way you find mysteries and science fiction novels, you can easily spot 
biographies on any shelf by the sticker on the spine of the book.  The call number 
on the spine label still lists the last name of the subject of the biography.  All new 
biographies are first shelved in the new non-fiction display, so always look there 
too! 
 

Someone commented that libraries are not always “quiet places” anymore.   

 
This is true and it is not entirely a bad thing.  More people are using the library --- babies, 
seniors, and every age in between ï and we are happy about it.  Most of the sounds in the 
library are happy sounds --- toddler shrieks, little girl giggles, moms chatting, teen laughter, 
and cell phones ringing.
